Parents should be aware that the guidelines
for First Eucharist and First Penance and
Confirmation require that children be
enrolled in either a Parish Religious
Education Program  OR be in Catholic
Schools for TWO YEARS before receiving
sacraments.  Otherwise the children and
parents will participate in the Rite of Christian
Initiation for Adults (RCIA) for Children.

In addition, High School students requesting

Confirmation should also be actively
participating in religious formation prior to
Confirmation Preparation.

‘*i .l ‘ The U.S. Catholic bishops have

spoken with one voice on the
principles that should guide the discussion. They
have been advocating for decades for the reform
of a fragmented health system, one that is
currently expensive, filled with inefficiencies and
leaves too many people out

Following Catholic social teaching, the United
States Conference of Catholic Bishops:

1. Supports universal health coverage which
protects the life and diglrllity of all, from
conception to natural death, especially those
who are poor and vulnerable.

2. Opposes any efforts to expand abortion
funding, mandate abortion coverage, or
endanger the conscience rights of health care
roviders and religious institutions.

3. Supports effective measures to safeguard the
health of all of society by expanding
eligibility for Pubhc _programs, such as
Medicaid, to all low income families and
vulnerable people, and by offering adequate
subsidies for cost-sharing of ~insurance
premiums and out of pocket expenses. Legal
immigrants, and all pregnant women and
children, regardless of immigration status,
should be included.
